Landlord References

Utilities
The tenant is responsible for utilities so you must have the ability to have National Grid switched on in your name. This will be verified prior to admittance. 


Criminal  Background check
Head of Household applicants and children over 18 must agree to a Criminal Background Check. Offences such as: arson; physical violence; dealing drugs; and level 3 sexual offences may result in the denial of your application. 






Subsidized Housing Vouchers 
CCHO has a small number of vouchers available through the Supportive Housing Program (SHP) and Shelter Plus Care program (SPC). To qualify for these vouchers (if available at that time) you must have the following in addition to the items listed above: 


SHP & SPC


You must have both of the following: 

1. Proof of Disability – Substance Abuse, Mental Health or HIV/AIDS & 

2. Verification of Homeless status from an Emergency Shelter.
